With a tribute to Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. on Sunday, January 15, 2006.  Departing from its usual first Sunday of the month, the January Target Sunday  @ CAAM will be held on the second Sunday of the month to put the date closer to Dr. King’s January 16 birthday.

Other artists paying tribute to Dr. King include actor Khamani Griffin (“All of Us,” “Daddy Care”); singer Ashleigh Rae; the 68th Street School LA’s BEST Singers (Grandville Oldham, choir director); All about Kids Performing Arts Conservatory, storyteller Lee Ann Butler-Owens and regular hosts Babe Evans and Jeffery Anderson Gunter. There also will be a screening of the film “Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., - A Historical Perspective,” directed by Thomas Friedman in 1993.  

A special feature will be the unveiling of “Tribal Voices: The Quilted Community Project 2005” by visual artist and quilt maker Dorothy Taylor. The quilt is comprised of hundreds of pieces created by visitors to last year’s Target Sundays @ CAAM. A new community project, “A Forest of Faces” will begin with visual artist Nazarius Almazol teaching mask making to capture self-images that will be displayed together in 2007.
